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Good Practice for ASD pupils within Secondary Education

· Flexibility at the beginning of the day – to be able to go directly to a nominated area/room.

· Alternative ‘eating arrangement’ available e.g. classroom staffed where all vulnerable pupils are invited to use this as/when they wish.

· Alternatives to the playground available at lunchtime e.g. library, area /classroom with games or construction apparatus.

· Nominated mentor to oversee/support ASD pupils – ideally a member of staff who is not within special needs.

· Pen picture sheet to be circulated to all staff teaching the ASD pupil. Information to be displayed for all staff to access.

· Strategy in place for ASD pupil to work elsewhere as/when necessary 

     e.g. supply cover

· To ensure that support is relevant – between lessons, at the beginning to check understanding, ensure that homework has been noted.

· Homework –ideally a consistent approach needs to be adopted so that the ASD pupil can relate to this routine.

· Rewards and sanctions need to be meaningful to be effective.

· School behaviour policy ideally needs to be Firm, Fair and Concise.
