Reading in Year 4

Reading books and reading record :

Your child will bring home an AR reading book and the yellow reading
record, which should be kept in their bag for protection.

Reading books are changed after each AR quiz is completed.

Throughout Key Stage 2, we would like your child to read for a
minimum of 10 minutes each day, this can be reading aloud to an
adult or reading quietly to themselves for pleasure. Please ensure
that either you add a comment or simply sigh the reading record to
confirm that your child has read with you or that your child adds a
comment to show what they have read. Children’s comments could
include something they really liked, found funning or interesting.



The school day

A typical school day:
School gates open before 8.45am

Gates close at 8.55 a.m. Children arriving after the doors have closed will need to be signed in
at the office and will be marked as late

8.45am - The morning starts with Early Work then includes Guided Reading, English, Maths and
a playtime

Lunch Break starts at 12:30pm and finishes at 1.30pm

1.30pm - The afternoon includes wider curriculum lessons e.g art, science and geography.
School ends at 3.15p.m.
