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	What is Provision Map?

	Provision Map is a software tool that SENDCos use in school to manage SEND provision effectively and efficiently.
Using provision map we are able to:  
· Write individualised learning plans with clear, SMART, targets
· Monitor targeted interventions 
· Support transitions 
· Upload key documents/reports about a child 

The SEND Code of Practice outlines 4 main areas of need: 

	Cognition and Learning (C&L)
	Sensory and Processing Needs (SPN)

	Communication and Interaction (SCIN)
	Social, Emotional and Mental Health Difficulties (SEMHD)



If your child has a diagnosis and/or has been identified by the school as SEND that requires above quality first teaching and prolonged targeted provision and support, then a learning plan will be produced. 

Teachers and SENDCos meet every term for a SEND review, as part of the graduated approach – Assess – Plan – Do -Review. We discuss the child and update/or write learning plans. A learning plan highlights strengths and areas of need for a child, and creates individual targets. It highlights what provisions the child needs, in order to meet the termly target set. SENDCos are able to write learning plans at any point of the year, when the need has been identified and support is required.  All teachers speak with children – where appropriate- around the review dates, to gather their feedback and views on how they are doing in school.  




	How to access it and your involvement.

	If your child has been identified with SEND and requires prolonged interventions, the named SENDCo for your child will contact you to let you know. They will send you an email or letter home as an invite onto the system. You will be able to see any learning plans that have been written. 

Before every SEND review, we will send an email to ask for your comments around the child, to be included within the review process. 
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
